Lesson Five: Growing Christ-like 
 
Read I Peter 1:14-16, 22. What are some characteristics of children of God according to these 
verses? 

 
Holiness 
As you follow Christ, the sin that previously characterized your life will fade away and your life will begin to 
look more like His. 
God accepts us by grace not by good works.  
Yet when true salvation occurs, a change in our lives will be obvious. God promises to purify your life and 
make you holy (1 Thessalonians 5:21-23). The word “holy” means to be set apart. This lifelong process of 
becoming Christ-like involves every part of our lives.

Colossians 3:5-10 
1 Corinthians 10:12-13

Obedience & Surrender 
In Matthew 28:20 Jesus commands His disciples, “teach them to obey everything I have commanded 
you.” Jesus calls anyone who would follow Him to surrender their life to obey Him wholeheartedly (Mark 
8:34-35).

“give… to the poor” (Luke 11:41) 
“do this [Lord’s supper] in remembrance of me.” (Luke 22:14-19) 
“make disciples of all nations…” (Matthew 28:20)
